Promote, Enhance, and Develop Interdisciplinary Programs

DUE DATE: February 17, 2005
Proposals are invited from existing or proposed interdisciplinary programs in the humanities, arts, and social sciences for initiatives and activities that will benefit the educational and research missions of the college and the university.

[Please note that this Call for Proposals is not the same as, or linked with,
the Presidential Research Initiative (PRI) Grant Program.]
Background: President Hundert announced an investment in the humanities, arts and social sciences at his inauguration.  As a component of this investment, Presidential Initiative Funds were awarded to the College of Arts and Sciences to promote, enhance, and develop interdisciplinary programs in the humanities, arts, and social sciences.  This is the second cycle of proposal solicitations for these funds.  A total of up to $100,000 is available for the 2005-06 academic year, with funds available beginning April 1, 2005 to be expended by June 30, 2006. 

Eligibility: 
· Existing or proposed new interdisciplinary programs in the humanities, arts, and social sciences

· Proposals may include the physical and natural sciences but must have at least an equal component from the humanities, arts, and social sciences.
· Programs that submitted proposals for the first call for proposals in 2004 are eligible to apply again in 2005, whether or not they received 2004 funding. 
· Those programs that applied in 2004 for multiple years of funding (multiple years were not awarded) must resubmit for the 2005 solicitation -- proposals will not be held over from the 2004 call for proposals. 

· Programs that received funding in 2004, and who are awarded funding in 2005, will not have access to 2005 funds until existing funds are expended or until a budget is submitted for timely expenditure of funds awarded in 2004.  

· The interdisciplinary program must be a degree-granting program (major or minor) for undergraduates.
Proposal Guideline and Criteria for Reviews:  Proposals must include and will be evaluated on the following (maximum of 7 pages plus the Cover Sheet):
(1)  Cover Sheet “Call for Proposals” (attached)   
(2)  Project narrative 

· Purpose of the proposal

· Description of the specific initiative and activities to be supported

 (3)  Project rationale

· How will the proposal enhance and move the program forward, contributing to the program itself as well as to the interdisciplinary efforts of the college and the university? 
· How will the proposal enhance the program’s appeal to students?  What specific efforts and activities will be undertaken?
· How will the proposal enhance the program’s ability to secure external funding?  What specific funding sources will be approached and/or what tangible plans have been made to identify these sources? 

(4)  Detailed budget and justification for all budget items requested
(5)  List of faculty who will be involved with affiliations by department, college, and school.  If the proposal includes University Circle institutions or other community organizations or institutions, participating individuals and their titles should be listed. 
(6)  Statement of agreement to provide quarterly progress reports to the college, suitable for transmission to the granting agency

(7)  Statement of commitment to seek external funds within one year from the conclusion of the proposed activities:  Programs must consult with Beth Trecasa (Ext. 3693, Crawford Hall, 719a, bmt5@case.edu), Grant and Fellowship Specialist for the college, whose signature on the cover sheet will be required for the proposal to be considered.  Programs should undertake this consultation by January 25, 2005 in order to have sufficient time to identify potential strategies and sources of funding.
(8)  If the program involves an event or public activity, there will be high visibility because of support from Presidential Initiative funds.  Programs must consult with Linda Gilmore, Manager of the Office of Interdisciplinary Programs and Centers (OIPC), whose signature on the cover sheet will be required for the proposal to be considered.  In consultation with Linda Gilmore, a rough draft of event plans should be submitted to her office (Ext. 1040, Clark Hall 208, ljg3@case.edu) by February 1, 2005.  OIPC staff will prepare a draft preliminary event budget to be included with the proposal.  Coordination of events and fiscal/budgetary responsibility for events funded by Presidential Initiative Funds will rest in the OIPC office.  

Mechanism for Review:  Proposals will be reviewed by a subcommittee of the elected Executive Committee of the College of Arts and Sciences with consultation from representatives of the Office of the Dean who have responsibility for interdisciplinary programs.  Awards will be announced by mid- to late March, 2005.
