The Kelvin Smith Library is pleased to announce the 2006 Library Opportunity Fund. The Library Opportunity Fund purchases materials requested by faculty, in particular, interdisciplinary resources not normally collected within the library’s acquisitions policy

 

The idea is to use Library Opportunity Fund money as venture capital and call for innovative collection building proposals. For example, we want to encourage collaborative requests between librarians and faculty or between faculty with information needs that cross department boundaries or perhaps purchase materials for a new faculty member who is not supported by local collections. Special consideration is given to digitization requests (transferring rare or local historical materials from paper to electronic format or preservation and presentation of “born digital” materials) although all digitization proposals will be reviewed to assure that library resources allow timely completion of the project.

 

Ultimately the goal is to have the Kelvin Smith Library provide services and access to information, be it print collections or digital, that is equal to or better than any university in the world.

Proposals for as little as $1000 or as much as $5,000 will be considered

Some suggestions about how the money might be spent are as follows:

· Support for new faculty

· Support for new programs – interdisciplinary studies

· Retrospective acquisition in neglected areas

· Projects that involve digitization of rare or local materials
