	Harry Ransom Humanities Research Center
	One of the world's finest cultural archives, the Harry Ransom Center houses thirty-six million literary manuscripts, one million rare books, five million photographs, and more than a hundred thousand works of art.  Approximately forty fellowships are awarded annually by the Ransom Center to support scholarly research projects in all areas of the humanities. Priority will be given to those proposals that concentrate on the center's collections and which require substantial on-site use of them.

	Rice Humanities Research Center External Faculty Fellowships 
	Rice University's Humanities Research Center will award up to four external faculty fellowships during the academic year 2008-2009. Fellows will be in residence at the Center for one semester, teach or co-teach one course, participate in the Center's intellectual life, and, if desired, give a short lecture series. Both junior and senior faculty with appointments at universities other than Rice are eligible but must be at least three years beyond receipt of the PhD by the beginning of their fellowship term. Fellows are awarded a stipend ranging from 40K to 60K, depending on rank, and a moving allowance.  Additional funding may be available for senior scholars.

Eligible areas include, but are not limited to: history, philosophy, 

languages, literature, linguistics, religious studies, art history, and the 

arts.  Proposals employing humanistic approaches are welcome from the social sciences, music, architecture, natural sciences, or engineering.
