Wright-Plaisance Fellowships for Study Abroad

Case Western Reserve University announces the availability of a fellowship for scholars interested in pursuing post-baccalaureate study at a university in continental Europe or in South America.  Fields of study include literature, European and South American history, diplomatic history, and international law.

Recipients must be U.S. citizens holding a bachelor’s degree, be interested in pursuing a diplomatic career, and be proficient in French and one other European language.  Selection will be on the basis of academic achievement as well as personal character.

The fellowship of $20,000 will be awarded to partially defray expenses related to the program of study.  Awardees may apply for up to two additional annual renewals, the granting of which will be contingent upon the quality of work done and the Fellows’ plans for future work.

The following are required: 1) a letter of application describing the applicant’s academic background, language skills, career goals, a detailed plan of study, and amounts and sources of other funds to support the program of study; 2) original transcripts of all baccalaureate and post-baccalaureate work, and; 3) three letters of recommendation (sent directly by referees). Applicants and referees should submit their materials electronically to Marcia Camino at marcia.camino@case.edu.  
Awards will be made without regard to race, religion, age, sex, color, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, political affiliation, or national or ethnic origin.  Applications and letters of recommendation must be received no later than June 29, 2007. Awards will be announced on July 15, 2007.
