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What is the NIH Public Access Policy?

NIH submit@r have submltted for them Io the
National Library-ofv vied Central
an electronic version of thelr final, peer-reviewed
manuscripts upon acceptance for publication to
be made Publicly available no later than 12
months after the official date of publication:
Provided, That the NIH shall implement the
public access policy in a manner consistent with
copyright law.

What is the NIH Public Access Policy?

A PlIs and their Institutions are responsible for
ensuring all terms and conditions of awards are
met. This includes the submission of final peer-
reviewed manuscripts that arise directly from
their awards, even if they are not an author or
co-author of the paper.

A Institutions and investigators are responsible for
ensuring that any publishing or copyright
agreements concerning submitted articles fully
comply with this Policy.

A Before you sign a publication agreement
or similar copyright transfer agreement,
make sure that the agreement allows the
paper to be submitted to NIH in
accordance with the Public Access Policy.

What is the difference between a final peer-reviewed
manuscript and final published article?

A Final peer-reviewed manuscript: The Investigator's
final manuscript of a peer-reviewed paper accepted for
journal publication, including all modifications from the
peer review process. It includes all graphics and
supplemental materials that are associated with the
article.

A Final published article: The journal 6s au
of the paper, including all modifications from the
publishing peer review process, copyediting and stylistic
edits, and formatting changes.

#1 Publish in a journal that deposits all its
content in PubMed Central (PMC) and
releases it within 12 months of publication.

#3 Publish in a journal which will submit the final, peer-
reviewed manuscript to PubMed Central and make it
available within 12 months of publication, e.g.

#3 Publish in a journal which will submit the final, peer-reviewed manuscript of
an article based on NIH-funded research to PubMed Central and make it
available within 12 months of publication.
