In 2004, Case generated direct and indirect spending of $502 million, including direct payments to local

businesses of $254 million. Those businesses, in turn, spent another $248 million.* Our 5,897 full-time
employees earned $303 million in wages. They paid $6 million in income taxes to the city of Cleveland and $12
million to the state of Ohio. The Case workforce creates another 2,622 private-sector jobs.

Opver the past five years, Case’s operations have generated $3.5 billion in total spending and household
income—increasing at an annual rate of seven percent, which is more than three times the growth rate for the
Cleveland area.

The fast-growing skyline of our campus attests to Case’s economic

vitality. The first phase of the $126-million North Residential Village is
scheduled to open in the fall of 2005. It has created 600 construction jobs,
plus additional positions in facilities management and administration.

Planting the seeds for the knowledge, products, and processes that one day may change
our lives, Case spent $253 million on research in 2004, at the same time winning grants bkes Clevel

for current and future research valued at $375 million. The Case School of Medicine— ter, the Ca
boosted by close affiliations with the region’s renowned healthcare systems—represents
the largest biomedical research complex in Ohio. In 2004, the School of Medicine was
awarded more funding from the National Institutes of Health than all other Ohio medical

schools combined.

Bringing Case’s research and technology to market creates many new business
opportunities. Our faculty and student researchers reported 135 new inventions. The
university completed 18 deals to license proprietary technology to companies, and earned $11 million on all
its licenses in 2004. In just three years, Case’s efforts to commercialize its own technology have produced $24
million in revenue on investments of $6 million. Equally exciting, over that same period, seven new companies
were launched based on Case-related technologies.

HUMAN SERVICES

Case makes a direct contribution to the quality of life in Northeast Ohio by providing social services to
children, adults, and families. Faculty and students work with individuals, families, and organizations at

reduced or no cost, relieving local governments, businesses, and foundations of the expense. Just a few examples:
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Students at the Mandel School of Applied Social Sciences serve the clients of more than 300 agencies in the

Cleveland area. Each year, students and faculty put in more than 130,000 hours of free community service as

part of their field internships, making Case one of the largest social service agencies in the region.

Case School of Engineering students can take a first-year course called Engineering 101, which combines an
intensive hands-on approach to learning engineering principles with a service orientation. Teams tackle projects
such as performing a structural analysis of a community center gym floor.

The College of Arts and Sciences unites with the Cleveland Municipal School District to offer the Cleveland
Mathematics and Science Partnership, a collection of innovative professional
development programs for Cleveland public high school math and

science teachers.

The Frances Payne Bolton School of Nursing is using $1.4 million in grants to
improve preparedness of acute care nurses and to respond to the nursing shortage

locally and nationally.

At the Case School of Law, the Kramer Law Clinic Center provides legal services to
members of the community unable to afford legal counsel. Nearly a third of all third-
year students participate, acting as the primary legal counsel for clients from start

to finish.

The Case School of Dental Medicine serves thousands of children in
the Cleveland public schools each year. In 2004, more than 280 Case
dental students and faculty visited 100 schools to screen and seal the
teeth of elementary-age children, providing more than $2.5 million in

free dental care.

CIVIC AND CORPORATE LEADERSHIP

For nearly 180 years, Case Western Reserve University has educated men
and women who make a positive difference in this community. Today,
more than 36,000 graduates, about a third of our alumni, live and work
in Northeast Ohio. Our alumni serve and provide leadership to virtually
every type of local organization, including governments; nonprofits;
businesses; law and other professional service firms; hospitals and
healthcare providers; and schools and other institutions of learning.

The students, faculty, and staff of Case drive change. Here are born many ideas that advance the quality of life
of our city and region. An example: The university’s new Homebuyer Program, which provides employees up to
$15,000 for the purchase or renovation of a home in Cleveland, sets the pace for renewing housing stock and
strengthening community. Numerous other initiatives, many coordinated through our Center for Community
Partnerships, engage residents and community organizations in strengthening surrounding neighborhoods.
One example: Every fall, on Case for Community Day, hundreds of university members fan out into the
neighborhoods on volunteer projects.

Case enhances the life of the community by training artists, writers, musicians, dance and theater performers, arts
educators and administrators, and museum professionals. Our long-standing partnerships with the Cleveland Institute of
Art, Cleveland Institute of Music, Cleveland Museum of Art, Cleveland Museum of Natural History, Cleveland Play House,

Musical Arts Association (parent organization of the Cleveland Orchestra), and Western Reserve Historical Society offer rich
opportunities for our students—and result in a more fertile arts and cultural environment for the people of Northeast Ohio.
