What makes a good leader? Most of us have an idea of what leadership means and most of us have worked for or with a talented leader. But how 
can we ensure that we are living up to our leadership potential? Blending the latest research and thinking with the practical application of  
leadership, Dr. Scott Allen, principal of The Center for Leader Development, will present 10 tips young professionals can use in their civic life in 
order to live up to their potential as leaders. Allen, a visiting assistant professor of business at John Carroll University, is the author of several 
books and journal articles related to building leadership skills, including The Little Book of Leadership: 50 Tips to Unlock Leadership Potential to 
be published in February 2008.

Fundraising: How to Fundraise When You’re Not a Fundraiser

integral to our community. Napoli previously served as vice chairman of  
government relations and strategic support at The Cleveland Clinic Foundation and 
the president and CEO at the Catholic Diocese of Cleveland Foundation and the  
Catholic Charities Corporation. 
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
