You must apply for your visa either by mail or in person, 1-21 days for short stay visas, before traveling (one is also cautioned that it may take 4 weeks to process some requests). At this moment the requirements are:

· 1 completed and signed application form (available free online at http://www.consulfrance-chicago.org/french/english/visageneral.htm.)  2 application forms and 3 photographs are required for citizens of the following countries: Afghanistan, Saudi Arabia, Armenia, Azerbaidjan, Bahrein, Egypt, United Arabs Emirate, Iraq, Jordan, North Korea, Kuwait, Lebanon, Libya, Oman, Pakistan, Qatar, Sudan, Yemen as well as holders of re-entry permits and refugee travel documents
· 2 passport-size photos in color on white background – one glued/stapled onto the application form and other loose. Note exception above.  Case printing services will take passport photos in Thwing; 368-2550 for an appointment.
· Valid passport for at least 3 months after trip with 1 full blank page and one photocopy of first page.  Residency card or valid U.S. visa and valid I-20 or valid DS2019, or any other pertinent document from I.N.S. showing that you may reenter the U.S. + one photocopy of each.
· Original of the confirmed itinerary + 1 photocopy. Indicating that you have return travel tickets and proof of payment for tickets (we will supply a letter of proof if not the actual tickets)

· Proof of purpose of visit (will be supplied in same letter showing confirmed itinerary and proof of payment for tickets) + 1 photocopy
· Confirmed accommodations (will be supplied in same letter showing confirmed itinerary,  proof of payment for tickets and purpose of visit) + 1 photocopy
· Proof of socio-professional status letter of employment confirming salary, hire date, position and dates of vacation plus your last 2 pay stubs OR letter from your school or university confirming enrollment status and attendance (will be supplied in same letter showing confirmed itinerary, proof of payment for tickets and accommodations, and purpose of trip) + 1 photocopy of each document.
· Financial guarantee: your last 2 banks statements + 1 photocopy

· Proof of medical coverage abroad + 1 photocopy. Other Schengen countries require travel and repatriation insurance with a minimum coverage of US$37,500.  Students can apply on line at StudentUniverse.com. for this coverage.
· To apply by mail, provide also an “Express Mail” pre-stamped, self-addressed envelope purchased from the U.S. Post Office (NOT FedEX or UPS prepaid envelopes).  If you do not wish to mail your green card, provide a photocopy certified by a notary public.
· Processing fees may be made by cash (exact change) or money order to pay the visa fee, payable to the French Consulate of Chicago.  Please note that prices are subject to change the 1st and 16th of each month.  For example, fees for applications submitted at the end of July for short stay visa application was 35 EUROS (USD44.30).
