The Mood Disorders Program is 
currently recruiting for a long-term, 
observational, multi-center patient 
outcome registry to collect data in 
patients for the scientific study of 
causes, treatments, and illness 
course of bipolar disorders 
 

Description: Participants at least 
18 years old are needed for a 
registry study.  No particular 
treatment is required; the registry 
will consist of a research database of 
your demographic information, 
such as name, address, marital 
status, etc., that can be used for 
future research study recruitment.  
If you have Major Depressive 
Disorder or Bipolar Disorder and 
live in the Cleveland, OH area, you 
may be eligible.  Participants will 
come to complete the questionnaire 
at the Mood Disorders Program at 
University Hospitals Case Medical 
Center, which will take 
approximately 15 minutes.
