Important information about your fall semester schedule

Make sure to review your schedule, both on SIS and when you meet your SAGES First-Year Advisor on Fri-
day, August 26. Be aware that your schedule may have changed since Summer Orientation based on updat-
ed placement information, course credit (AP/IB/transfer), course requests, or other circumstances.

The average course load for a first-year student is 14-19 credit hours (4-5 credit-bearing classes). First-year
students may not carry more than 19 credit hours (except music majors and some students with 4-credit hour
science/engineering/foreign language courses who have permission from Dean Amon). If your original course
selections totaled more than 5 classes or 19 credit hours, a course may have been dropped from your sched-
ule. As a result of course conflicts and closed courses, some students’ schedules may have been altered. If
your schedule currently includes fewer than 14 credit hours, please add a course unless otherwise advised by
your First-Year Advisor. You must be registered for at least 12 credit hours in order to be a full-time student.

Your schedule should consist of courses that help you explore your academic interests and educational goals.
Course registration should take into consideration placement changes resulting from earned transfer credit or
AP, IB, or A-Level examinations. If your First-Year Advisor does not have transfer credit evaluations and/or
advanced examination test results, CWRU has not received this information. Be sure to make arrangements
to get this information to the Office of Undergraduate Studies (Sears 357) as soon as possible so that you can
be advised appropriately with regard to course selection and degree completion.

If changes need to be made to your fall semester schedule, they may be made throughout the Drop/Add peri-
od (August 27—September 9, 2011). See Making Changes to Your Schedule on page 3 for more information.

SAGES First Seminar

All first-year students were placed into a First Seminar based on their indicated interests, fit with the fall se-
mester schedule they created at orientation, and their writing sample. Changes to your SAGES First Seminar
course will only be considered in the event that it conflicts with another course that is required in your first
semester.

No change may be made to your SAGES First Seminar course without consultation and approval by
Dean Julie Amon.

Remember that all First Seminars have a 4th Hour that offers first-year students and SAGES faculty flexible
time for University Circle visits, guest lectures, and many other opportunities. All first-year students have
Monday and Wednesday from 12:30—1:45 p.m. blocked to accommodate the 4th Hour. First-year students
cannot have a course schedule during this time—if you do, you must adjust your schedule immediately.

Meet Your SAGES First Year Advisor

During Welcome Days you will meet your SAGES First Seminar professor who will also serve as your First-
Year Advisor. At this event you will also meet fellow students in your First Seminar and receive an updated
copy of your fall semester schedule. You will have a chance to review your schedule with your First-Year Ad-
visor, ask questions, and discuss any potential schedule changes. Schedule changes cannot be made until
the First-Year Student Drop/Add, beginning Saturday, August 27, 2011. Additionally, you will have the
first two weeks of classes (until September 9, 2011) to continue schedule discussions with your professors/
First-Year Advisor and make adjustments.
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Making Changes to Your Schedule

First-year students have a special drop/add period that begins Saturday, August 27. Students can make
simple changes to their fall semester schedules on their own using SIS (e.g., changing sections of ECON
102). All schedule adjustments should be discussed with your First-Year Advisor before being
made. Changes requiring special permission, such as a closed class, must be granted by the instructor
of the course in SIS before you can make the change to your schedule.

Representatives from Undergraduate Studies will be available on Saturday, August 27, 10:00 a.m.—
12:00 p.m. in Nord Atrium, Nord 310, and Nord Computer Lab for advising. Faculty representatives
from SAGES, Chemistry, Mathematics, and Physics will also be present. Keep in mind that advising is
reserved for students with needs beyond basic add/drop/change requests. If you are unsure whether or
not you should speak with someone on Saturday, ask your First-Year Advisor when you meet him/her on

Friday.

Read Your Case E-Mail Regularly (Daily)

By now, you should have activated your Case e-mail account and you should be checking it regularly.

Supplemental Instruction (Sl)

The Supplemental Instruction (SI) program provides regularly scheduled student- facilitated group study ses-
sions for traditionally challenging courses. Sl sessions are free and your participation is completely volun-
tary. Attending sessions allows you to ask questions, review notes, practice problems, prepare for exams,
and reinforce material you already know in a relaxed environment. Sessions are led by students who have
successfully completed the course, are recommended by the professor, and trained by ESS.

During Sl sessions, the S| leader will facilitate an activity related to recent material covered in the lecture.
The goal is to involve you with the material and to introduce good study skills and habits. Activities may in-
clude a practice quiz, vocabulary building, creating review sheets, or collectively working on problems on the
board. Depending on the number of Sl leaders for your course, there may be anywhere from two to six 90-
minute sessions per week. Visit ess.case.edu/si for details and to view the complete Sl schedule.

Peer Tutoring

Peer tutors are fellow students who have been nominated by professors and trained by ESS to work with you
on an individual and/or group basis in many undergraduate courses. Peer tutors can help you clarify course
content and assignments, connect class notes and readings, and help you practice problem solving. Addi-
tionally, peer tutors can help you reinforce what you already know, model new ways of learning, monitor your
progress over several sessions, and prepare you for addressing specific questions with the professor. Peer
tutors have been trained to work with you in ways that your professor may not be able to do in class.

You can schedule up to five hours or tutoring each week at no cost with at least one-day notice. Search peer
tutoring availabilities and schedule appointments at tutortrac.case.edu.

SAGES Peer Writing Crew

The SAGES Peer Writing Crew can assist you at any stage of the writing process, whether you are generat-
ing ideas, composing a first draft, revising, or responding to an instructor's comments. The Crew members
are undergraduates who have proven themselves as writers in their SAGES seminars.

You can connect with the Crew in two ways:

¢  One-to-One Tutoring. Crew members meet with students individually in Wade Commons, KSL, SAGES
Café, ESS, and elsewhere on campus. You can make an appointment at tutortrac.case.edu.

e E-mail Dropbox. You can submit your paper electronically and ask for a Crew member's feedback. Just
send your paper as an email attachment, along with (1) the complete prompt from your professor, (2) the
due date for the paper, and (3) a note telling us which elements of the paper we should focus on. Do you
want help with your thesis, organization, sentence structure, grammar, or something else? Please type
your full name in the subject line and include it in the attachment as well. We usually respond to papers
in 24-48 hours, but if the drop box is full, we may need more time.

For the next best thing to an appointment, check out the Crew's online handbook, Beyond Typing: The Stu-
dents' Guide to Writing. The guide offers advice on every stage of the writing process, answering the ques-
tions that students most often ask about writing successful academic papers.

The FYC possesses a variety of academic and student life experiences and is
responsible for supervising the student staff, responding to crisis situations, addressing student conduct
issues, and overseeing the entire residential college.

Assistant First-Year Coordinators (AFYC)

Graduate students who also live in the residential colleges, providing support for residents and working
closely with FYCs on community development, on-call coverage, and supervising the student staff.

Resident Assistants (RA)

Upperclass undergraduate students who live and work with a group of first-year students. They fulfill the
roles of team member, community builder, peer mentor and role model, advocate for social justice and
diverse perspectives, academic partner, and administrator. The RA is always a good place for a resi-
dent student to begin if she or he has questions or needs help with any issue.
