English Graduate TA Summer Teaching Opportunities

Summer 2012

Summer teaching (usually only a few ENGL courses) is made available to graduate TAs based on the following criteria & procedures:

· Priority is given to Ph.D. students who have not taught summer courses for CWRU previously

· Teaching experience/training for particular courses (e.g., ENGL 203, 148)

· Application materials (see below)

Summer teaching assignments run for the 8-week summer session – June 4-August 1 – and pay approximately $3,100.  Summer courses, with the exception of ENGL 180, will be cancelled if fewer than 6 students enroll.  Summer teaching applications are due October 17, 2011.
Anticipated Summer 2012 TA-led Courses:

ENGL 148 – Introduction to Composition

This course may be offered as part of the Emerging Scholars Program, which invites talented but under-prepared students to campus for an 8-week intensive “bridge” program in foundational academic skills.  ENGL 148 provides instruction in academic writing and reading skills necessary to prepare students for FSEMs in the fall. This course assignment may involve stand-alone or collaborative teaching.

ENGL 180 – Writing Tutorial

This course assignment is guaranteed to run with at least 1 TA offering 10 hours per week of WRC support and ENGL 180 instruction.  If enrollments in ENGL 180 justify additional TAs, we will try to offer more than one “slot.”  

ENGL 203 – Introduction to Creative Writing

This course covers several genres of creative writing (poetry, fiction, creative non-fiction, drama).  Assignments are made in consultation with the Creative Writing faculty (usually requiring an MFA or graduate workshops).
